Carol and | (Roberta, her sister) spent this weekend
with our mother in Kansas, where we got our German
grandfather’s “special family recipe” for *Crock Dill Pickles.
We thought it would be fun to share this with you since the
cucumbers are in season right now. Enjoy!

*Crock Dill Pickles:

1 gallon size crock or glass jar

5”- 6" long cucumbers

5 cups water

% cup distilled vinegar

2% Tablespoon pickling salt

Y% tsp alum (slightly less)

2-4 sprigs or heads of fresh dill

3 garlic cloves

Add water, salt, vinegar and alum in a pan and heat to
boiling point. Let cool for 10 minutes. Place cucumbers
and dill in container. Once water is cooled, poor over
cucumbers. Cover and place in the sun for 1 day (south
side) so they get real warm. Place in refrigerator. Let it set
for at least 3 days before eating. Pickles will last for

several months.

*A stoneware or earthenware jar or storage container.
